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This week’s question:

The ball is hit to the shortstop who throws
wildly to 1° base and the ball goes out of the
playing field.

What base is the batter-runner awarded?

Answer: 2" base
Rule book reference 7.05g
Since this is the “first play in the infield” the
award is 2 bases from the “Time of Pitch.”
The batter started at home and is awarded 2
bases from there, making 2" base the
completion of the award.
